We will be continuing the summer reading program for FLESS students in grades 4-8.  Summer reading programs are widely used in schools throughout Canada as a way to improve student reading achievement.  According to Richard Allington, reading expert from the University of Tennessee, students who do not read during the summer months fall behind up to 4 months in their reading skills.  Summer reading programs also foster partnerships between home and the school – a partnership which brings success for all students.  We are very excited about this program and need your support for it to be successful.

Students who choose to participate in this program will receive a package of 3-8 books before leaving school at the end of June.  Students will be expected to read a minimum number of books which will be dependent on the package they receive.  In the package, there will also be a note explaining the minimum number of books to be read and a reading log.

In September, students who return the summer reading package to the Library will receive a prize.
